Stone sculptor Doug Gray had a childhood that offered him early exposure and 
appreciation of the arts, as his family resided in Antwerp, Belgium and traveled 
extensively throughout Europe.

The southwest environment continues to influence 
Grayʼs sculptures that create a harmony of natural elements including walnut, 
travertine, onyx and marble combined with steel and brass.  To some works, 
Gray has also added the element of light.  He says he continues to develop his 
work by contemplating the geophysical history of the landscape and its vast 
intricacies.
